2.2. Both Parties are obliged to share

information on scheduled events regularly, as well

as to provide academic staff and students with

assistance for their participation in the events.

2.3. The subject matter of the cooperation

shall be specified by the Parties or interested units

in the form of additional agreements not later than

two weeks prior to the event's implementation.

2.4. Every time, it is necessary to inform

another party about the arrival date and a number

of visitors not later than two weeks before the

arrival.

2.5. A number of academic staff and students,

whose exchange can be realised, as well as other

exchange issues, shall be agreed in the formal

working documents for every particular situation.

3. Financing principles

3.1. Fulfilment of every project concerning

cooperation, which is mentioned in paragraph 2,

requires drawing up an individual cost estimate.

3.2. Trip cost to a country of destination is paid

by the Party which directs the participants.

3.3. Accommodation costs of academic staff

and students on the tenitory of a host country are

covered by the Party which plays host to the

participants.

4. Liabitity of the Parties and principles for

4.1. The Parties are liable for the observance

of Agreement terms. If it is impossible to fulfil
Agreement terms, the Party shall immediately

inform other Party, as well as propose own

alternative for issue solution.

4.2. All controversial issues arising from the

Agreement shall be settled through negotiations

by signing of an agreement.

4.3. Changes and amendments to this

Agreement shall be infoduced in a written form

agreed beforehand by the Parties, or they don't

come into effect.

5. Validity and principles for Agreement

termination

5.1. The Agreement shall take effect after the

Parties have signed it and is valid for 5 years.

5.2. The Agreement shall be deemed

prolonged for one year under the same terms and

conditions in the case of non-notification of its

termination by one of the Parties no later than one

month prior to the expiration of the Agreement.

5.3. Each Party has the right to terminate the

Agreement by a written notification of other Party

no later than 6 months prior to scheduled

termination date.

6. Drawing up of the Agreement

6.1. The Agreement is made in two copies in

English and Ukrainian of equal content and legal

force.

6.2.Each Party shall receive one copy.
